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Forwarding Alerts

When an alert is forwarded, the alert is sent to the backup responders, just as
it would be if the time frame for acknowledgement had passed. This means
that the client’s status as displayed in the portal will change from yellow to red,
because the primary responder was not able to respond to the alert.

Not all alerts can be forwarded; if you receive an alert, whether by text or by
email, without a link, then that alert cannot be forwarded.

Client Own Admin roles have access to view
their own data and the ability to acknowledge
and forward alerts for reminders.

This role is typically assigned to clients set to
receive reminders, such as text alerts.
